The food 
available includes hamburgers, hot dogs, french fries and 
sandwiches. 

 
Ethnic It is often enjoyable to sample food from other 
countries.  These restaurants are usually decorated in an ethnic 
manner, and prices range from moderate to expensive.  Italian 
food is very popular as well as Japanese, French and German. 
 
 

Specialty  Many restaurants specialize in a certain type 
of food such as seafood, steak or pizza. These restaurants 
range in price from moderate to expensive, 
depending on the type of food. 
 
 
Family  These restaurants welcome children and have special menus and prices 
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 for them.  Some even provide games and toys.  They are usually moderate in price. 

Gourmet  Some restaurants are considered to have exceptional food, a well-
known chef, excellent ambiance and service, and in some cases, an excellent location. 
They are very expensive. 

American-style  These restaurants are very popular and prices are moderate. 
There is a variety of food from salads and chili to steak, chicken and barbecue.
